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From the President and the CEO

Dear friends,

SSDN is always a place filled with high energy, vibrant learning and forward momentum, and 2004 saw
exciting advances as well as considerable financial challenges. In 2004 we met adults who spent their
early years at SSDN, long time staff left for new endeavors, new staff joined the SSDN team, and we
saw the passing of long time friends.

During a United Way Campaign tour of Anheuser-Busch employees, SSDN staff met Penny Hillemeyer
who shared with tour members that she had been a student at SSDN in the 1950s. Penny has now
become an active volunteer for SSDN. Through her efforts, employees of several additional
departments at Anheuser Busch are now involved at SSDN.

We mourned the passing of Bee Goldberg who joined her husband Mike not long after his passing in
October 2003. We are ever grateful for their devotion and commitment to SSDN, and they are both
missed. SSDN also lost Grandma Mary Davis, one of our beloved Foster Grandparents who
volunteered in the two years olds classroom for nearly three years.

In August, 2004 SSDN reorganized from four divisions into two in order to best utilize resources, to
maximize revenue, and to improve services to our children, families and neighborhood. The new
divisions are the Child and Family Development Division, which combines all of SSDN’s child and
family services under one division, and the Economic Development Division, which is responsible for all
SSDN'’s community economic development efforts. All of the services now under the Child and Family
Development Division are a part of SSDN’s Child and Family Development Network with South Side
Day Nursery Center as the hub of a network of other child and family support services.

2004 was also a very challenging year financially for SSDN. In April SSDN learned that a couple of long
time revenue streams would not be available or would be considerably less than expected in 2004. The
Board and staff immediately began a review of revenue and expense projections to identify potential
cuts that would not be detrimental to service delivery, and thereby would increase revenue streams.

Our thanks to Board, staff, volunteers, donors and friends for caring about the well-being of our
community and helping us as we continue our forward momentum in 2005 and beyond to nurture our
current and future citizens, entrepreneurs and leaders.

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Nurturing Children
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The Nursery Center increased its licensed capacity to serve children and families in
2004 with the addition of eight infant-toddler spaces. The
continued monitoring of enrollment, financial, health and
developmental benchmarks ensured that the nursery operated
efficiently and provided a high quality of service. The second unit
in Carolyn’s Corner opened in November 2004 with eight
additional spaces that were filled within two weeks. Named in
honor of lifetime Board Member, Carolyn Cotta, Carolyn’ s
Corner currently is licensed for a total of 16 children. Itis part of
an Early Childhood Learning Lab that serves as a model Child
Care Home for new providers in the community.

Several significant donations were received in response to

requests for playground improvements. Generous donations from

the Sunday Morning Rugby Club, the Cleaves and Mae Rhea Foundation and the First
Unitarian Church of St. Louis made possible “Pete’s Place ”, new playgroud equipment
on the Nursery Center’s main playground. The “Pennies for Playground " program
was launched in 2004. SSDN also received funding from Cardinals Care Community
Foundation and Ronald McDonald House Charities to support the purchase of
playground equipment for infants and toddlers. The Nursery Center received various
grants which supported scholarships to help pay for child care, field trips, classroom &
playground equipment, science and math classroom materials, classroom furniture and
supplies, early childhood books, and special parent/child events.

With funding from Early Head Start and the skills and generosity of several businesses
working with General Contractor Casey McBride of Contract Painting Services, SSDN
was able to completely paint the inside of the Nursery Center, upgrade all of its
children’s bathroom facilities, classrooms and hallway lighting.

Results and Benefits of the Nursery Center in 2004
» Served over 50 infants and toddlers, 100 preschool-age, and 40
school-age children.
» Completed developmental and health screenings on 97% of
enrolled children.
* Identified & served more than 10% of Early Head Start and Head
Start funded children who were found to have disabilities.
* Increased parent participation in home visits, parent/teacher
conferences and special events.
» Maintained an 82% overall average daily attendance, an increase
from 2003.
* Increased available Head Start openings from 48 to 65 annually.
* Made it possible for two teachers achieved their Child Daycare
Association accreditation.

The Early Care Network continues to provide home visitation and Parents as Teachers
services through the Early Head Start Expectant Family Home Visitation program and
parent/child bonding through the South Side Infant and Family

Center which is funded from Health Tomorrows Partnership for

Children Program.

The South Side Infant and Family Center (SSIFC) opened in

November 2004. The SSIFC is a collaborative partnership

between SSDN, Washington University School of Medicine

through Dr. John Constantino, and Parents As Teachers. The

concept of this family center was built upon lessons learned

from the Benton Park West Family Center and is opened for

structured and unstructured sessions four days a week. Mother & child participate in SSIFC session

The Early Care Network also provides supportive services for home-based and center-
based child care providers. These services include sponsorship of the Child Adult Food
Care Program, Early Head Start-Head Start sponsorship and assistance with family child
care home licensing and accreditation. The Child Adult Food Care Program assures the
nutritional quality of meals served to children in family child care homes. Early Head Start-
Head Start sponsorship enables family child care homes to become certified Early Head
Start-Head Start sites. This certification increases the family child care home providers’
gross income potential and assures the quality of care, education and family support
delivered to children and families in these home settings. Staff members are also
available to assist family child care homes to improve the quality of their services and
business income by achieving licensure and/or accreditation. In 2004 more than 800
children and families were directly served through these services and over 1,300 received
indirect or public services.

Results and Benefits of the Early Care Network in 2004

Through collaborative efforts that will continue, the Early Care Network was able to:
»  Establish an on-going home visitation program that resulted in healthy
infant birth weights and will continue through Early Head Start funding;
*  Bring attention to the need for lead prevention, which resulted in a
proactive approach from the City of St. Louis (screening the homes of
expectant families and making the homes lead safe prior to birth is now a
priority in the City);
* Use what was learned from the Early Care Network’s pilot project
family centers enabling SSDN to obtain a Healthy Tomorrows grant that
has established an on-going infant and family center in south St. Louis.
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Nurturing Community
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Through the work of its Economic Development Division, SSDN has been able to strategically
design programs and services to impact the economic stability and viability of its surrounding
area. In 2004 eight of the Individual Development Accounts matched savings program
participants completed their savings goals and were able to use their assets to expand their
small businesses, buy a home or car, or pay for higher education.

The Cherokee Street Business Incubator serves fledgling small
businesses by providing below-market rate space rental,
technical assistance, business plan development and business
counseling. Training and assistance is also provided to other
aspiring entrepreneurs in the community. In addition to these
services, the Economic Development Division offers Individual
Development Accounts (IDASs), financial literacy services and
is active in the Commercial District Restoration of Cherokee
Street.
Karen AbounaderOwner Proper Shoes
The Cherokee Place Business Incubator housed a total of 11 businesses in 2004. Through the
work of the Incubator, 36 jobs were created in the community. In 2004 Carl Trautmann, SCORE
counselor, was available on-site every Tuesday. Lynette Sledge Watson, Economic
Development Director also became a SCORE counselor. In addition, SSDN received $5,000
from the United Way to assist with the Hispanic Childcare Initiative providing business
counseling and classroom space to potential home child care professionals. The Kemper
Foundation provided SSDN with $5,000 towards the $30,000 (of which $15,000 has been
pledged by the City of St. Louis) needed to restore facade and improve the the buildings on
Cherokee Street.
